The meeting began with a moment of silent prayer and then Commissioner Brooks led the group
in the Pledge of Allegiance.

COMMISSIONER BOARD:

Commissioner Brooks called the meeting to order at 6:12 p.m. A motion was made by
Commissioner Brooks to approve the minutes from the March 9, 2010 meeting, seconded by
Commissioner Beichner, aye all.

No public comment on the agenda. There was no business to come before the Board from Court
Administration, the Row Offices, the Prison, or Community Services.

PLANNING:
Rich Mihalic presented the application approval of grant funding from DCED. The contract
assigned is #C000047058 in the amount of $20,000 for the County Park Playground.

Commissioner Brooks made a motion to approve the grant funding, seconded by Commissioner
Beichner, aye all.

TWO MILE COUNTY PARK:

Park Director, Rich Mihalic announced there will be a Nancy Frey-Smith Memorial Weekend
which will be held at the Park on August 14™ and 15"

Rich presented for approval five (5) “Adopt-A-Pavilion Project” agreements between the
County of Venango and the following for 2010:

Sandy K. Hovis Insurance Agency — Donated the sum of $250 to the County to adopt the
Daniel Boone Pavilion at the Park

Sandy K. Hovis Insurance Agency — Donated the sum of $500 to adopt the Justus
Pavilion at the Park



Pin Oak Village — Donated the sum of $250 to adopt the Fishing Pier Pavilion at the
Park

Hepler General Contracting — Donated the sum of $500 to adopt the Mackey Pavilion at
the Park

Oil City Rotary Club — Donated the sum of $500 to adopt the Lakeside Pavilion at the
Park

The County agrees to place the money donated in a special “Adopt-A-Pavilion Fund” to be used
for the repair and maintenance as needed of any pavilion in the Park. Commissioner Brooks
made a motion to approve the above agreements, seconded by Commissioner Beichner, aye all.

COUNTY ADMINISTRATION:

Chief Clerk, Denise Jones presented an agreement for Part Time Use of Forensic Pathologist
between the County of Erie and the County of Venango. A retainer for services of forensic
pathologist per contract with the office of Lyell P. Cook of the County of Erie will begin
January 1, 2010 and conclude on December 31, 2010. The retainer fee is $5,000 and a fee of
$850 per normal autopsy or post-mortem exam. The services are limited to autopsies and post-
mortem examinations, relating testing exams, and collection of specimens. Additional fees may
be due if unusual time is necessary for an autopsy or an autopsy is more complex than normal.
Autopsy photos and video tapes are available at an additional charge of $35 per autopsy exam.

Commissioner Brooks made a motion to approve the above agreement, seconded by
Commissioner Beichner, aye all.

PUBLIC COMMENT:

Three members of the County’s park advisory board and regular taxpayers objected to the Oil
Region Astronomical Society’s addendum lease agreement. Frank Toothman, a member of the
park advisory board, expressed support for the Observatory and suggested another location in
the park where the horse trailers could park. Dan Hovis and Sandy Hovis asked why the park
advisory committee and trail committee was not consulted on the changes to the ORAS lease.
Conrad Houk indicated that the changes to the lease agreement gives ORAS control of the park,
all of Lockwood (the field surrounding the observatory), and all of the park lighting. Louis
Heath claimed that ORAS is a “private club” and asked why the County is taking care of a
“private club”. ORAS was not represented at the meeting.

Sandy Hovis advised that the lease is being extended 25 years and there is limited usage by
other groups. She feels this is undermining what the advisory board is trying to do which is to
promote the betterment of the park. Hovis feels that the lease should contain requirements that
the facility service the public. Hovis also suggested that school children be given a free
membership to the club.

Commissioner Beichner advised that perhaps another amendment could be made to the lease
requiring the facility be open to the public and that other issues could be resolved.

Commissioner Beichner made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 7:31 p.m., seconded by
Commissioner Brooks, aye all.
