There were several activities involving our department in 2017 that are noteworthy including the
following:

1 Four members of the Venango County Problem Solving Court Team attended the National
Drug Court | nst inWashmdion, DEaan yearMNBQCI bosts then J u | vy
wo r | d dcenfereacmn greanent courts and criminal justice reform. Additionally,
asecond Problem Solving Court Coordinator was hired and assigned to Court Supervision
in December in an effort to aser¢he capacity of the program while maintaining a small
staff to participant ratio.

9 Court Supervision received funding from the PA Commission on Crime and Delinquency
(PCCD) to integrate our adult risk/needs assessment, the Level of Service Inventory
Revised (LH), with our adult camanagement system administered by the County
Commissioners Association of PA. This project ran from January through June of 2017.

1 Court Supervision also received funding from PCCD to purchase safety related equipment
for field officers including body armor, mobile and portable radios and Taser cartridges.

1 The Juvenile Division began uslnGltAePTSD Reaction Index for
Children/Adolescents DSM the intake level in January of 2016 to conduct a
comprehensive evanadf trauma history and an assessment of stress symptoms for
youth entering our juvenile justice sylsééen in the year Court Supervision agreed to
participate as a research collaborator with Dr. Keith Cruise of Fordham University when
he made applion to the Office of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention for

The project held its Kick Off meeting for system stakeholders as well as planning/focus
groupsar the research portion of the project in March of 2017.
